Supplies Inventory. The District uses the asset method in recording materials and supplies. Expense is recognized upon issuance ofthe items stored in stocks.
Prepayments. The District adopts the asset method in recording payment for insurance, and vehicle registration which are amortized monthly throughout the period of coverage.

Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE).
- Direct cost of land acquired and other incidental expenses are capitalized as part of the cost of land.
- PPE are carried at cost less accumulated depreciation . The Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over the estimated useful lives of the properties
ranging from 5 to 50 years after deducting the residual value equivalent to 10% of the original cost ofthe assot from the total cost ofthe asset.

-The cost ofmaintenance and minor repairs is charged to expense as incurred , while major repairs, which prolong the life ofthe assets , are capitalized . When assets are
retired or otherwise disposed of, the cost and related accumulated depreciation and amortization are removed from the accounts and any resulting gain or loss is charged to
current operation .
